FINANCIAL REPORT

The ASB Foundation revenues were nearly unchanged from the previous year. Total
spending declined by nearly 11% over the past year as a result of the building
renovations and legal fee expenditures last year. The investment balances also decreased
by 11% during the year due to unfavorable market performance. The foundation ended
fiscal year 2022 with a reported surplus of $70,000.
